Minutes of Special Town Council Meeting

November 23rd, 2009
 

President Rush called the meeting of the Meridian Hills Town Council to order at 8:00 am.  The meeting was held in the library at the First Congregational Church at 7171 N. Pennsylvania Street.

Police Report

Town Marshall Mike Russo submitted the October Police report.  He commented that the month of October was relatively quiet.

Approval of Minutes

The Council tabled approval of minutes from the November 9th Council Meeting until Councilors had a chance to review them.  
Report of Town Engineer

Engineer Brad Eckerle, Crossroad Engineers, submitted a written report to the council.  

Engineer Eckerle commented on the INDOT Bid Letting for the 75th St Paving Project.  He reported that Calumet Paving was awarded the contract as the low bidder at $79,900.   Because this amount was under the previously estimated cost of the project and that the amount brought the total for the project under the total Federal Funds allocated for this project ($102,000) there would be no local dollars required.   As a result there is no action necessary by the Council.

Engineer Eckerle submitted the documents for Construction Inspection for the 75th Paving Project.    The Construction inspection is required when Federal dollars are involved.   The council received three bids for the inspection and the bidding companies were ranked by the Council.   The Council passed a motion (vote 3-0) to award the Construction Inspection to CrossRoad Engineering for an amount not to exceed $11,548.  This expense is included in the Federal dollars allocated for this project.

 Engineer Eckerle discussed a street sign that needed replacement on Illinois and asked the Council for direction on whether to replace the sign with the new decorative sign that the Council had previously approved or to replace the sign with a standard street sign.    The new signs would cost $628 each.   A motion was made to approve the replacement with the new decorative street sign.   Motion was approved by vote of 3-0. 
President Rush asked about the progress on the Town Entry signs.   Engineer Eckerle explained that the Entry signs would have tarps over the signs until the limestone caps had been set.  

Councilor Freihofer commented that a large white box truck has been sitting in a resident’s driveway for 4-6 months in violation of the Town Municipal Code.   Town Marshall Russo agreed to have the Town Police make a courtesy call at the residence to inform them of the Code violation and ask for their assistance in addressing the matter.   

Engineer Eckerle commented on inspecting potholes that were observed in the Town’s Tree Tour by President Rush, Clerk Treasurer Taylor, and Town Arborist Jud Scott.   Engineer Eckerle stated that observed potholes were not serious enough to require immediate attention and that any potholes would be addressed in the spring.
Report of Clerk Treasurer
Clerk Treasurer Taylor submitted for approval a Snow Removal Contract for ARW Trucking, Whiteland, IN     He commented that after receiving two additional bids that ARW Trucking had the equipment and experience that was similar to the Town’s previous vendor, Bedwell Construction.    Pricing would be the same as Bedwell.   After further discussion the Council approved the recommendation by a vote of 3-0 pending additional contract wording by Town Attorney Beesley.

Adjournment

There being no further business, President Rush adjourned the meeting at 8:25 am.
