Minutes- Meridian Hills Town Council Meeting

July 14, 2008
The Meeting was called to order at 7PM by President Jim Rush. Councilors Walter Friehofer and Terry O’Brien were present. Clerk-Treasurer John Taylor was absent. Jim opened the meeting by thanking the Department of Public Works (DPW) for taking the time to come to the Drainage Presentation, immediately preceding the Council Meeting.
Police Report- Mike Russo

Mike thanked Judd Scott and the folks at Vine & Branch for their quick response during the late May- early June storms to get the town streets cleaned up. 75th Street was blocked twice, as well as Meridian Street.
Mike reported that the police computer needs to be replaced. Accident reports and graphics can barely be handled by the present computer. A proposal was submitted for $1,197 for a new Dell XPS computer. This proposal was moved to Old Business since the expenditure has already been approved. Mike also reported many more alarms this last month- most were weather related. Mike also described a recent holdup at the Pancake House at 86th & Ditch. One suspect was apprehended in a neighbor’s yard at 75th & Meridian.
Approval of Meeting Minutes

Following the Police Report, the May 12 2008 minutes were approved with corrections.

Town Engineer Report

Brad has prepared a Critical Path of Expenditures for the next 5 years. This analysis will be presented July 30 to the Councilors and Clerk-Treasurer. 
A Walking Tour with Judd Scott was discussed. President Rush commented that this needs to be included in the 2009 Budget. 
Also discussed were procedures for Council authorizations for future projects. Should authorizations include all Council members, or the Clerk-Treasurer and one council member? It was decided that the best practice is an authorized resolution from the Council as a whole.
Town Attorney Report 

A draft of MOU’s (memorandum of understanding) from the DPW will be given to Sue Beesley to review. The reviewed document was requested back to the Council as soon as possible to solidify the town’s position with this unit.  
Clerk-Treasurer Report

The town financial statements for June were distributed and reviewed. 

President Rush at this time asked for a copy of our liability insurance policy in order to review any language regarding reciprocity with Williams Creek. 
Old Business

Amended the new police computer request to $2,000.00 so that a brand new overall unit could be purchased, including monitor, keyboard, mouse, etc. A motion was made and seconded, and approved. 
A motion was made for the James Drew Corporation proposal for bridge repairs and timber guardrail replacement- $2,925.00. The motion was seconded, and approved.

A motion was made for the Vine & Branch proposal for clearing a large amount of brush and removal of one rotting maple for the town entry signs- $3,125.00. The motion was seconded, and approved.

A motion was made for another Vine & Branch proposal for $1,500.00 for clearings for other signs. The motion was seconded, and approved. 

Discussion was made regarding a single contract for asphalt/ road repair work, coupled with emergency repairs. Tabled to the next meeting.

A motion was made to transfer $60,000 to the General Fund from the Rainy Day Fund to cover necessary monthly expenses until the later receipt of property tax monies. The motion was seconded, and approved.

Committee Reports

Streets & Thoroughfares

Jay has prepared a couple of sketches- from the Park to 75th Street, and bicycle access, and west of College on 75th Street. These sketches will be ready soon. The next meeting will be July 30 at 8:30AM at the Holliday Park Pavilion. Critical paths will be discussed.
Communications Committee 

A draft of the next newsletter was distributed for review.
At this time, Mike Russo requested that the police officers uniform allowance checks be written and distributed at the time of the next bi-weekly payroll.
Warrants and Vouchers
