Clerk-Treasurer John Taylor presented the 2011 Town Budget to the Council for Vote.   He explained that the City Council completed the non binding financial review and that the approval of the 2011 budget couldn’t be approved before Oct 19th or any later than November 4th.
The Total 2011 Town Budget:
Expected Revenue  = $ 302,946

Planned Expenditures =  $302,946
General Fund = $210,570


Motor Vehicle/ Highway Fund = $64,376


Local Road & Streets Fund = $28,000
The Council members discussed any changes in the line items of the three funds.   Clerk-Treasurer Taylor explained that from prior years experience the yearly wild card is expense for Snow Removal.   These expenditures come out of the Motor Vehicle / Highway Fund and the Local Road & Street Fund.   
The Council approved the balanced Budget by a vote of 2-0.
President Rush asked if the Town had the money left in 2010 to approve edge striping of 75th Street and for crack and seal maintenance before the weather turns to cold to do the work.  Council approved the expenditure upon further discussion with Town Engineer Vorisek.
Meeting adjourned at 9 am.
