 Town Council Meeting
January 14th, 2013
 
The meeting of the Meridian Hills Town Council was called to order at 7 pm.  The meeting was held in the library of the Early Childhood Learning Center at Park Tudor School

Residents Forum
After the Pledge of Allegiance, President Walter Freihofer greeted everyone for the first meeting of 2013.    
Resident Bob Burrows asked Marshall Russo about the voice recording at the Town Police Office.   He stated that the length of the recording time was too short to leave a message of any consequence.   Marshall Russo responded that the recorder was old technology.  Clerk Treasurer Taylor mentioned that he would be looking at replacing the current land lines and thought the new system could upgrade the phone answering and voicemail capabilities.
President Freihofer called on Councilor Terry O’Brien to present the State of the Town.   Councilor O’Brien presented a list of 2012 accomplishments.   
President Freihofer called for the election of 2013 Council President.   Councilor O’Brien nominated Councilor Walter Freihofer for another term.   After further discussion, Council unanimously approved Councilor Freihofer as Council President. 
Approval of Minutes 
Council approved as amended the Council Meeting Minutes for November 12th, 2012 by a vote of 3-0.
Police Report
Town Marshall Michael Russo submitted the Monthly Police Report.   He thanked the Council for their continued support.  He reported that the old Crown Victoria Town Police Car would be sold at auction on Thursday, January 17th.   The proceeds will go toward the outfitting and detail for the new police car.  Marshall Russo mentioned that the officers like the new vehicle.
President Freihofer thanked Marshall Russo and the police force for all of their dedication and hard work.  Councilor Frey thanked the Town Police for the apprehension of an individual believed to be involved in copper thefts within the Town.    Marshall Russo stated that mixing up the police schedules was significant in the apprehension.
Report of Town Engineer
Engineer Lance Stahley reported the following :
1. Electronic Speed Sign was ready and could be mounted on any existing sign.  Clerk Treasurer Taylor reported that the Town would have storage space at Nora Self Storage in 2013, if that would make storage of the sign more convenient.
2. Council discussed street signs on Meridian Street that belong to DPW.   The signs are a different standard than the Town’s standards.  Lance agreed to look into whether the city can replace signs to the Town’s standards.
Town Attorney 
Attorney Sue Beesley was not present.   No report was submitted. 
Report of Clerk Treasurer 
Clerk-Treasurer Taylor submitted a list of 2013 salaries for all employees of the Town.    Approval of salaries is a requirement of all Cities and Towns.    There were no changes from 2012.  Council approved the wages by a vote of 3-0.
Clerk-Treasurer Taylor also submitted to the Council the renewed fees for professional services provided by the Town Attorney, Sue Beesley and Town Engineer, Jay Vorisek.    No formal approval is necessary, but Clerk-Treasurer Taylor stated that the information should be submitted for the record to keep all residents informed.
Council approved transferring $30,000 from the General Fund to the Rainy Day Fund.
Clerk-Treasurer Taylor requested Council consider approving $35-40 per month for storage of Town records.  Over the past 7 years, Clerk-Treasurer Taylor had stored the records at no cost in his company warehouse.   The company was being sold, and Clerk-Treasurer Taylor said that the Town had previously stored records at Nora Self Storage. After further discussion, Clerk-Treasurer Taylor would rent storage space under the Town’s name and that the records would be insured by the Town’s insurance policy.  Resident Bob Burrows mentioned that there are probably firm guide lines and rules for storing state records. 
Old Business
President Freihofer reported on recent discussions that had taken place with Woodmont development and the Indianapolis Hebrew Congregation (IHC).  In talking with Phil Genetos and Tera Federman,  there was confusion about drainage issues on property to the west side of Pennsylvania St from 64th Street north.    The town had recently done tree work to clear weeds and brush along the street.  President Freihofer reported that he met with John Oakley, of DPW.   President Freihofer confirmed that the drainage issue were not Town of Meridian Hills issues as all drainage issues are on Private property.   He stated that drainage is only a Town issue when it is in the Town’s right of way, and that the Town won’t get involved on issues between neighbors.
President Freihofer offered to mediate with Woodmont and IHC.  He requested the invoice of the recent tree work done along the street for possible reimbursement from Woodmont or IHC.
 New Business
Councilor O’Brien submitted the new Town Seal reflecting the proper colors.   The council approved the Town Seal at the November meeting.  A motion was made and unanimously approved.
Committee Reports
Development Standards Committee  - 
At the next committee meeting, two projects will be presented.   130 W. 73rd St is planning on adding a 2 car garage.   Penn Ridge resident is also planning on a 2 car garage.
Claims & Vouchers
Council approved claims and vouchers for Dec for $94,571.48  and January for $43,732.75  Clerk-Treasurer Taylor noted the January invoices for snow removal and commended ARW on their prompt service during the recent blizzard.  President Freihofer commented that resident Tom Rogers, on Washington Blvd.had some landscaping damage from the plows.  Clerk-Treasurer Taylor suggested contacting ARW Trucking directly to address the problem.
