Following the pledge of allegiance,  
Police Report

Officer Rick Batza submitted the monthly Police Report for Town Marshall who was traveling and unable to attend the meeting.  Officer Batza commented on a several automobile burglaries where items that were in plain view were stolen
Officer Batza recommended that residents not leave valuables in their cars.   He also advised residents to call 911 when they see suspicious activity.

Officer Batza reminded residents of safety issues during the holiday season.  Please water Christmas trees, replace or check batteries for smoke detectors, and be aware of potential danger candle fires. 
Officer Batza reported that the Light Bar on the new Police car required a new printed circuit board and it has been replaced and is working properly.

President O’Brien asked if the new municipal radios had been acquired.  Officer Batza reported that the radios had not been acquired.   Sue Beesley also reported that she is still working on the revenue sharing contract for reporting.
A resident asked if she could get more information on burglaries that are reported.   Currently summary reports are available.  Officer Batza stated that she could obtain more detail from public records but might have to pay a fee for the additional information.
Approval of Minutes

The Sept 10th Regular Town Meeting Minutes whose approval had been tabled at previous meetings were approved by a vote of 2-0.   Vouchers will be attached to the minutes for distribution to the Council.   .

Report on Town Engineer
Brad Eckerle of CrossRoad Engineers, PC submitted the Engineering report for  Town Engineer, Jay Vorisek, P.E. who was unable to attend the meeting.
Brad reviewed the report and commented that temperature limitations have prevented the Thermo plastic Stop Bars from being installed.    He also mentioned that the 73rd street painting stripes had been missed and will be completed when weather permits.
Brad reported that the 65th Street swale work was done and minor clean up will finish the project.  Brad also itemized some projects scheduled on the Mayor’s Action Center, and is anticipating that the projects will be completed soon.  He reported that the speed limit signs for 75th Street have been ordered.

Report of Town Attorney

Town Attorney Sue Beesley, reported that the quiet title work at 79th & Springmill Road was completed.  There was nothing further to report.
Report of Clerk Treasurer
Clerk Treasurer John Taylor submitted the monthly financial report completed by Assistant Clerk Treasurer, Bernie Bruno.  Clerk Treasure Taylor reported that Town Files were moved to 7950 Georgetown Road on December 1st.   
Clerk Treasurer reported that the Election results were sent to the Indiana Association of Cities and Towns and the oath of office needs to be taken by each elected official and signed by a notary.  .
